The Head Coach ensures the Moresports 
programs are safe, adaptable, and community-informed, helping children build confidence, movement skills, and 
a strong sense of belonging.

• Ensure an inclusive, safe, and respectful environment for all participants, volunteers, and staff 

• Coordinate staff to execute after school programs and services in Tri Cities *SD43 

• Manage a coaching staff, ensure that they attend shifts and fill-in timesheets 

• Support Coaches to create lesson plans and ensure Moresports program structure and quality is adhered 
to for all programs and activities 

• Prepared and available to cover all emergency shifts as needed 

• Track program snack expenses and provide receipts to Treasurer 

• Collaborate with Moresports operational staff 

• Manage and transport equipment, snacks, and materials 

• Time by time, represent Moresports at community meetings and events 

• Keep open line of communication with Client contacts (school/district/municipal)
